The Juvenile Instructor and Geo. Q. Cannon & Sons 

 At the onset of the Utah War, the Millennial Star office possessed a massive inventory of unsold 

books and pamphlets, and the conferences in the British Mission carried a book debt of almost £7,000.  

These two financial burdens, combined with the War, the deaths of Parley Pratt and Orson Spencer, the 

censure of Orson Pratt, and the Civil War, brought about a dramatic decline in Mormon book publishing that 

lasted almost two decades.  Flake-Draper, for example, has just 152 entries for the ten years 1858–67 that 

would fall within the scope of Crawley’s A Descriptive Bibliography of the Mormon Church—less than one-

fifth of the 825 entries in vols. 2–3 of A Descriptive Bibliography, which cover 1848–57.    

 A shift in momentum—and what might be viewed as the beginning of the renaissance of Mormon 

publishing—occurred in January 1866 when George Q. Cannon launched a new monthly periodical, the 

Juvenile Instructor, directed to the youth of the Church. That same year he opened a retail bookstore, George 

Q. Cannon & Sons, which by 1869 was located at the corner of Main Street and South Temple.  Eight years 

after Cannon began the magazine, the Juvenile Instructor Office published Original Songs & Music, 

Specially Prepared for a Grand Jubilee of Sunday School Children.  Over the rest of the century—mainly 

between 1879 and 1890—it printed at least 144 pieces, including such classics as the Faith Promoting Series, 

the Noble Women’s Lives series, Orson F. Whitney’s Life of Heber C. Kimball, James A. Little’s From 

Kirtland to Salt Lake City, and Daniel W. Jones’s Forty Years Among the Indians. 

 After 1891 the imprint ―Juvenile Instructor Office‖ largely disappears.  But that year George Q. 

Cannon & Sons Company published editions of the Book of Mormon and Doctrine and Covenants and 

several other pieces over its own imprint, and during the decade it produced at least 115 pieces, including an 

edition of the Pearl of Great Price; three editions of the official LDS hymnal; editions of Orson Pratt’s 

Works, Parley Pratt’s Key to Theology, Orson Spencer’s Letters, and Franklin D. Richards’s Compendium; 

James S. Brown’s Life of a Pioneer, B. H. Roberts’s Life of John Taylor, and Orson F. Whitney’s History of 

Utah. 

 At the turn of the century, Geo. Q. Cannon & Sons Co. was located at 11 and 13 S. Main Street, its 

print shop and bindery at 24 E. South Temple.  In September 1900, seven months before his death, Cannon 

sold the retail business and the printing establishment to the Deseret News and the Juvenile Instructor to the 

Deseret Sunday School Union.   The retail business was maintained as the Deseret News Bookstore, and in 

1904 the Deseret Sunday School Union opened the Sunday School Bookstore at 44 E. South Temple.  
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Fifteen years later the Deseret News and Sunday School bookstores were consolidated as the Deseret Book

Unsolved Problems 

1 Add books to the checklists—and subtract those that don’t belong there.   In particular: document that 

Daniel Tyler’s famous book A Concise History of the Mormon Battalion in the Mexican War was printed at 

the Juvenile Instructor Office.   The 1882 Juvenile Instructor Office catalogue Latter-day Saint Literature 

lists Tyler’s book, in ―cloth $2.50; leather, 3.00; morocco, gilt, 4.25.‖  And the type of A Concise History 

appears to match that of other Juvenile Instructor books.  Compare, for example, the peculiar capital N in its 

title with the N in the title of The Myth of the “Manuscript Found.” 

  

2 Identify and collect variant bindings.  The 1879 My First Mission, for example, first appeared with 

greenish gray paper covered boards and then in an embossed cloth binding 

 

3 Determine and document the locations of the Juvenile Instructor print shop and the retail stores and 

printing establishments of Geo. Q. Cannon & Sons. 

 

4 Determine if Cannon employed the Western Standard press to print the early numbers of the Juvenile 

Instructor.  It is known that this press was shipped to Salt Lake City in 1860 and used by Seth M. Blair and 

James Ferguson to print the Mountaineer.   

 

5 Determine and document the reasons why the Juvenile Instructor imprint was replaced in 1891 by the 

Geo. Q. Cannon & Sons imprint. 

 

6 Describe and document the financial arrangements between the Juvenile Instructor Office and Cannon 

& Sons and the LDS Church, particularly as it involved printing Church works.
